History and Purpose
The purpose of the Alabama Association of Independent Colleges 
and Universities (AAICU) is to promote and protect the interests of 
independent higher education in Alabama and oversee scholarship 
fundraising efforts for students attending each of its fourteen 
member schools.  AAICU was first founded in 1958 to benefit both 
students and member institutions through various fundraising 
activities.  Its sister organization, The Council for Advancement of 
Private Colleges in Alabama (CAPCA) was established in 1969 to 
work public policy issues on behalf of independent colleges in the 
state.  The administrative staffs of the two associations were 
consolidated under one chief executive officer in 1987 and 
remained separate entities until July of 2006 when both 
organizations merged into a single association under the AAICU 
name.  
The association’s mission is:  

Á To build a strong case for support for Alabama’s 
independent colleges and universities and promote a 
greater appreciation of independent higher education 
and its importance to the educational, cultural and 
economic needs of Alabama and the nation. 

Á To provide a unified, collective voice through which its 
members can exercise influence in matters of common 

interest and develop and advocate legislation that will 
enable members to effectively serve their constituents.  

Á To strengthen its resolve to provide financial support to 
its member colleges and universities through active 
participation in fund development campaigns, 
collaborative purchasing agreements, and streamlining 
of business practices. 

Á To develop and oversee the administration of 
scholarship programs designed to ease the financial 
indebtedness of students and create opportunities for 
sustaining enrollments at its member colleges and 
universities.

Á To facilitate a spirit of cooperation and readiness 
through participatory research and collaboration desired 
by member institutions in the quest to strengthen the 
liberal arts and professional studies, choice and 
excellence, degree completion and employment 
opportunities for students. 

State Executive
General Hankins was hired as the president of AAICU in February 
2005 after serving as a municipal consultant to the Mayor of the 
city of Montgomery, Alabama and the Montgomery Area Chamber 
of Commerce.  Prior to that, he served over 29 years in the United 
States Air Force before entering the private sector from his 
position as the Commander of the Air Force Officer Accession and 
Training Schools.  In that position, General Hankins served as the 
university president for three separate educational arms of the US 
Air Force -- Air Force ROTC (18,000 students at 144 college and 
university locations), Air Force Junior ROTC (113,000 students in 
744 high schools internationally) and a post-graduate officers 
training program (3,500 students in resident on-campus 
programs).  He provided executive level leadership for 3,000 
faculty and staff personnel responsible for recruitment, curriculum, 
and operations with a $185 million budget (excluding salaries) that 
included a $60 million college scholarship program; a $55 million 
high school citizenship program; and a $3 million recruiting 
budget.  During his career in the Air Force, Gen Hankins 
accumulated 25+ years of experience in various human resource 
management and leadership positions including over seven years 
working as a direct liaison for the Department of Defense and the 
Air Force with the United States Congress.   

A native of Knoxville, Tennessee, 
General Hankins holds a BS degree 
from the United States Air Force 
Academy in Colorado Springs, 
Colorado and a MS degree from Troy 
State University in Alabama.  He 
completed a year long national 
fellowship with the Broad 
Foundation’s Urban School 
Superintendents Academy in 2004  
and is a graduate from Columbia 
University’s Graduate School of 
Business Senior Executive Program.      
Paul currently serves as a 
Commissioner on the Montgomery Housing 
Authority’s Board of Directors, is a 
member of the River Region United Way 
Board of Directors, and is also on the Board of Directors for Saint 
James School in Montgomery.  He is married to Donna Hankins 
and they have two children, Priscilla Hankins and Clark Hankins.

History and Purpose
Arkansas' Independent Colleges and Universities is a merger of two
organizations: The Independent College Fund of Arkansas was
established in 1954 with seven member colleges. The Independent
Colleges of Arkansas was begun twenty years later to serve as a
public policy organization for the seven ICFA colleges plus five other
independent institutions in the state. The two organizations were
merged and became AICU in 1998.

The mission of the organization is to:

• Promote and advance the interests of higher education in Arkansas
as it is carried out in both publicly supported and independent
colleges and universities, with special concern for the dual and
pluralistic nature of the present system in the state and nation;

• Interpret the aims, functions, and needs of member colleges and
universities to the public so as to enhance mutual understanding
and cooperation;

• Represent the interests and protect and promote the general welfare
of the non-profit, tax exempt, independent colleges and
universities in Arkansas and work to influence public policy
decisions in their behalf;

• Assist member institutions in the development of collaborative
programs and cooperative activities;

• Encourage and facilitate the interchange of information between
member institutions and to collect and disseminate information of
vital interest to them;

• Solicit and distribute private funds for the benefit of member
colleges and universities.

History and Purpose
Founded in 1955 to support, strengthen, and help assure the effectiveness of
California's independent colleges and universities, AICCU has grown to a
membership of seventy-six accredited, nonprofit, undergraduate and graduate
institutions.

ICCU is not a system of institutions but a voluntary association characterized
by institutional autonomy, diversity and cooperation among members on
matters of common concern. Originally one of the principal architects of the
state's Cal Grant programs, the Association has greatly expanded its range of
services to include:
• A source for pooled-fund tax exempt financing
• A marketing and enrollment support agency
• A student loan collection program
• A focus for discounted group insurance programs
• An institutional research program providing data on enrollment, financial aid,

and compensation.

The Association's programs fall into three categories:

1) AICCU represents the sector at the state and national levels to influence
public policy decisions in areas such as:
• Assuring adequate levels of student aid

• Preserving a favorable climate for philanthropy and charitable giving
• Improving recognition of the contributions and needs of the sector in

statewide higher education planning so that the state will make
optimal use of the resources of the sector.

2) AICCU provides member services that include:
• Officer groups that meet periodically to exchange information and

promote common interests
• Joint financial services that reduce costs for member institutions
• The collection and dissemination of research on institutions, to assist

members in their own programs of institutional research.
• Research about the sector that is available to the press and policy makers,

in order to better understand the sector.

3) AICCU works to increase educational opportunities through the:
• Publication of guides to independent colleges for parents, students &

counselors
• Coordination of counselor information programs for prospective students
• Participation in programs among all California higher educational

institutions designed to increase college preparation and awareness.

History and Purpose
Independent Higher Education of Colorado was established in
January 1989 to work on issues of mutual concern to the independent
institutions in Colorado. A joint fund raising organization,
Independent Higher Education of Colorado Fund, already existed. For
several years the independent institutions worked together informally
to obtain increased financial assistance from the Colorado General
Assembly for students attending independent institutions.

History and Purpose

ICUF is a non-profit association dedicated to preserving and
strengthening the dual system of higher education in Florida.

Membership in ICUF is limited to those four-year degree-granting
institutions, which have been accredited by the Southern Association
of Colleges and Schools. ICUF currently has twenty-seven members.

The Association was founded in 1964 to utilize the combined
influence of its member presidents as well as the spheres of influence
of the numerous constituencies of the independent sector. These
groups are: trustees, faculty, students, parents and all who participate
in providing independent, non-profit higher education in the public
interest and at a minimal cost to Florida taxpayers.

The Florida Independent College Fund is a separate non-profit
organization providing scholarships and programs that are supporting
ICUF institutions. There are twenty-three member institutions and
three associate member institutions.

The Association is also involved in extensive collaborate venture
partnerships designed to reduce institutional costs for members.

Florida's independent colleges successfully negotiated a signed
statewide articulation agreement with the twenty-eight state
community colleges. Our system is also heavily involved in Florida's
Statewide Workforce Development Programs obtaining over five
million dollars in scholarship and institutional support.

History and Purpose

Ten independent colleges and universities in Georgia founded
GFIC in 1956 in order to provide a convenient mechanism for
corporations, foundations and individuals to provide collabora-
tive financial support to its members. Although the identity of
the members changed slightly over time, there were no major
structural changes in the organization until the articles of
incorporation and the bylaws were significantly restated in
1999 by the (then) nine members.

Earlier, in 1965, all 25 regionally accredited, nonprofit, liberal
arts colleges in the state joined together in expressing an urgent
need to develop a more favorable climate in which the inde-
pendent colleges and universities could better serve Georgia's
higher education needs. These institutions created the Associa-
tion of Private Colleges and Universities in Georgia, Inc.
(APCUG) in order to address collectively public policy and
other sector-wide concerns.

Effective December 31, 1999, APCUG was dissolved and all
of its members became members of GFIC. A landmark 

decision by the United Negro College Fund allowed all five of
its  members in Georgia to take advantage of a new category
of "Full Membership," joining an affiliate of the national Foun-
dation for Independent Higher Education (FIHE) for the first
time anywhere in the nation.

Today, GFIC is an affiliate of both FIHE and the National
Association of Independent Colleges and Universities
(NAICU). Its mission includes the development of a wide
range of collaborative initiatives among members, including:

• Interpret to the public the roles and contributions of Georgia's
independent colleges and universities;

• Solicit, receive, and distribute funds and other gifts for the
benefit and use of the member institutions;

• Encourage consultation, cooperation, and collaboration
among its members, and;

• Seek appropriate consideration by state and federal agencies
of the independent colleges and universities in Georgia and
their students.

Henry J. Hector was appointed president of GFIC in
September, 2001.  He previously served for more than 10 years
as Executive Director of the Alabama Commission on Higher
Education.  Prior to the Alabama experience, Dr. Hector served
for 4 years as Deputy Commissioner of the Indiana Commis-
sion for Higher Education and for 6 years as Director of Plan-
ning and Evaluation of the Board of Regents of the State of
Florida.  He also served as Assistant Dean and Director of
Institutional Research at Teacher’s College, Columbia Univer-
sity.

When a tiny group of private college presidents convened in Chicago
in 1904 to form the Federation, they could not have envisioned where
their efforts would lead. Now in its 98th year, the oldest private col-
lege association in the nation began as a men's social club for college
presidents. In the Sixties, the Federation evolved into an active lobby-
ing organization to take advantage of new federal and state legislation
creating aid programs in higher education.

History and Purpose

The Louisiana Association of Independent Colleges and Universities 
is a consortium of the ten accredited private colleges and universities 
in Louisiana. In 1972 the Private Higher Education Committee, with 
one or two representatives from each of the private colleges in 
Louisiana, was founded. Early in 1973, Rev. John Keller, S.J. was 
asked to lobby during the Constitutional Convention. In 1974, Father 
Keller was elected president and the name changed to the Louisiana 
Association of Independent Colleges and Universities. 

In 1983, the Association moved its offices to Baton Rouge in order to 
have better access on a full-time basis to the various agencies of the 
state government and the legislature. The Louisiana Independent 
Higher Education Research Foundation was organized in June of 
1985. The member institutions direct the affairs of the Association 
through a Board of Directors composed of the presidents of the 
affiliated schools. 

The mission of the Association is to monitor state and federal 
government and to keep the membership informed of developments, 
which impact on private higher education. Moreover, the 
Association implements the directives of the Board with respect to 
influencing public policy decisions in Baton Rouge and Washington, 
D.C.

The Minnesota Private College Council, Fund and Research 
Foundation are separate legal organizations, but work in unison for 
the benefit of their members.

History and Purpose

Founded in 1967 and incorporated in 1978, the Mississippi 
Association of Independent Colleges is composed of ten 
institutions of higher learning with eight senior colleges and 
two junior colleges. All of the colleges are fully accredited by 
the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools. A board of 
directors consisting of the president of each member college 
manages the Association. Each of the board members is 
committed to the idea that the educational needs of a 
democratic society are best served by a dual system. 

During the early 1960's, Dr. R.A. McLemore, president of 
Mississippi College, began meeting with several other 
independent college presidents in the state to discuss common 
goals and problems. Later Dr. Ed Collins, president of 
Millsaps, served as MAIC chairman for five years followed by 
a three-year term by Dr. Ralph Noonkester of William Carey. 
Dr. Lewis Nobles of Mississippi College served as chairman 
from 1979 until July 1993.

The Independent Colleges and Universities of Missouri 
(ICUM) is an association of fifteen independent not-for-profit 
colleges and universities. ICUM is dedicated to representing 
the interests of Missouri's independent colleges within the state 
of Missouri, particularly with the General Assembly and with 
the State's administrative and regulatory bodies.

Founded in 1956 and incorporated in 1972, CICU is a statewide association 
representing the chief executives of more than 100 independent (private, not-
for-profit) colleges and universities in New York State on public policy issues.

History and Purpose

The Oregon Independent Colleges Association was organized in 
1960 as a non-profit corporation under Oregon law. The initial 
membership consisted of eleven colleges. Membership now
numbers sixteen.

From 1960 until 1969, OICA functioned on a fairly informal basis 
with the Board of Trustees, comprised of the presidents, managing 
the affairs of the Association with the assistance of various ad hoc 
committees. In 1969 the Board of Trustees determined that in order 
to carry out its mission more effectively, OICA should organize on 
a more formal basis and provide for professional staff support. As a 
consequence, a full-time staff person was hired and in 1970 by-
laws were adopted which define the current governance and
administrative structure.  The by-laws also specify that membership 
is restricted to independent colleges headquartered in Oregon, 
accredited by the Northwest Association of Schools and Colleges, 
and tax-exempt under Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue 
Code.

The purposes of the Oregon Independent Colleges Association are 
to:
•   Articulate the public benefits of independent higher education at 
both state and national levels and inform public policy decisions 
relating to the interests of member institutions;
• Develop and promote cooperative programs and activities that 
further academic excellence and enhance educational opportunity 
among member institutions and throughout higher education in 
Oregon;
• Afford voluntary options for member institutions to cooperate in 
achieving operating economies and in conserving resources;
• Provide a clearinghouse for information about the whole of
Oregon's independent higher education enterprise.

History and Purpose

The present organizational structure was created in 1992 when the South Carolina College Council, 
founded in 1968 as our lobbying and public relations arm, the South Carolina Foundation of Independent 
Colleges, founded in 1953 as our fund raising arm, and the Foundation Scholarship Program, founded in 
1960 as our scholarship administration arm, were merged into one entity.  Our membership includes 
twenty SACS accredited, two and four-year, not-for-profit, private colleges headquartered in South 
Carolina.  Governance is delegated by the corporation's constitution and bylaws to a board of trustees 
(fifty-one members) consisting of the twenty presidents of the member colleges and thirty-one at-large 
members.  The chairperson is a layperson and the vice-chairperson is a college president. An executive 
committee is empowered to act for the board in all matters between meetings. 

The mission of the organization as stated in its bylaws is to:  advance the cause of independent higher 
education in South Carolina; interpret the aims, functions, and needs of member colleges and universities 
to the public so as to enhance mutual understanding and cooperation; solicit and distribute funds for the 
benefit of member colleges and universities; receive and distribute funds for the benefit of other colleges 
and universities; solicit and administer scholarship programs for corporations, foundations, and individual 
philanthropists; assist member colleges and universities in the development of joint programs and 
cooperative activities; promote the objectives of the South Carolina Higher Education Tuition Grants 
Agency and its programs; conduct and/or encourage research, which will assist in the achievement of any 
of the purposes for which the corporation was formed; cooperate and collaborate with state-supported 
colleges and universities and other agencies and organizations concerned with higher education in South 
Carolina.

History and Purpose

Originally chartered as the Tennessee Council of Private Colleges in 
1970, TICUA continues to expand its mission beyond its historical 
purpose of providing greater choice for needy students seeking to 
enroll at an in-state independent campus. While government relations 
activities (such as lobbying the Tennessee General Assembly and 
liaison with the Tennessee Higher Education Commission and
Tennessee Student Assistance Corporation) continue to be the
organizational mainstays, there is growing focus on provision of 
consortial services to member campuses that go well beyond the
organization's founding concept. These services include:

• An annual publication of a marketing piece called "Portraits of 
Tennessee's Independent Colleges and Universities",

• A website with network links to all member institutions,
• A counselor tour program,
• A tax-exempt pooled bond finance program,

• A variety of public information and research services, and
• Volume purchase agreements and collaborative activities.

The 1996 affiliation of TICU with the Tennessee Foundation for 
Independent Colleges created the Tennessee Independent Colleges and 
Universities Association (TICUA) which shares staff to provide a 
broader array of services for the state's network of independent 
campuses. In January 2000 these two organizations will merge
completely under one board to better integrate their missions by 
bringing top business executives and civic leaders into the higher 
education policy process and by creating new state programs designed 
to meet the needs of business and industry. The most recent example 
of the latter is the "Tennessee Student Employment Incentive
Program" created by the Tennessee General Assembly in 1998 to 
stimulate business and corporate involvement in student financial aid 
through the provision of partial subsidization of students in career-
related work-study positions.

Claude Pressnell was named president of the Tennessee Independent
Colleges and Universities in January of 2000. He assumed this role at the 
point of the merger of TICU with the Tennessee Foundation for
Independent Colleges.   Pressnell had served as the executive director of the 
Foundation since 1996.

In 1965 several private college presidents filed Articles of 
Incorporation for Independent Colleges and Universities of 
Texas, Inc. (ICUT). The Association was created as the
"voice" of the state's fully accredited private colleges and 
universities in the public policy arena. The organization's 
principal mission was, and remains, lobbying at the state 
level for or against legislation.

History and Purpose

The Council of Independent Colleges in Virginia (CICV) is an 
association of twenty-five Virginia independent colleges and 
universities. Founded in 1971, CICV works to promote the 
interests of nonprofit, independent higher education in
Virginia.

CICV was instrumental in starting the state's Tuition
Assistance Grant (TAG) program.  In 2002-03, approximately 
17,000 Virginia residents received a non-need based tuition 
grant of $2,252 per year for undergraduate students and 
$1,725 per year for graduate students.  The 2002-03
appropriation for the TAG program is $36 million.  CICV
coordinates the advocacy of Virginia's independent colleges 
for increased funding for TAG and other programs assisting 
students at independent colleges

CICV is engaged in promoting the awareness of Virginia 
independent colleges to potential students. CICV produces 
and distributes several publications about TAG and the
advantages of Virginia private colleges to high school
students, guidance counselors, and legislators.

CICV also sponsors an annual week-long guidance
counselor tour and Virginia Private College Week in August.

CICV collects and analyzes statistical data pertaining to
independent higher education in Virginia and provides
research services to member institutions and appropriate 
state agencies.

An increased area of interest to CICV is promoting
cooperative business ventures among its member
institutions. Joint ventures are considered in a variety of 
business areas when collective action can reduce costs to 
individual institutions.

The presidents of the twenty-five member institutions serve 
as the CICV Board of Directors and set policy for the
organization. CICV holds an annual meeting in the fall of 
each year at which time the officers of the organization are 
elected and policy is determined for the ensuing fiscal year. A 
six-person Executive Committee is elected and empowered 
to make policy decisions as required.

State Executive

Robert B. Lambeth, Jr. was appointed as president of CICV 
in October 1983. He attended Wroxton College in Banbury, 
England (1970), received his B.A. degree in Political Science 
from Randolph-Macon College (1971), did graduate work at 
the University of Virginia (1971-72), and received his Juris
Doctor degree from T. C. Williams School of Law at the 
University of Richmond (1975).

Mr. Lambeth has been an active leader in many areas,
including historic preservation and open space/land
preservation.
